Capital Budget 2003-2004

The Capital Budget 2003-2004 makes provision for an expenditure of Rs 9.1 billion.  The estimated balance of the Capital Fund at the end of Financial Year 2003-2004 is given in the statement at page 1.  Details of new sources of revenue and development projects included in the Capital Budget, and annotated M, are given below. 

CAPITAL REVENUE

HEAD 51 – GRANTS

51-300.001 – Government of Luxembourg (Rs 10 million)


The Government of Luxembourg has provided a grant of Rs 15 million for the construction of a centre for old disabled persons at Petit Verger, Pointe aux Sables.


An amount of Rs 10 million is expected to be used in 2003-04.
CAPITAL EXPENDITURE

VOTE 30 – LOANS

Ministry of Local Government and Rodrigues

30-071.001 – Loan to Municipality of Quatre Bornes for Construction of New Market (Token)

The Government of the People’s Republic of China has agreed to extend an interest-free loan of RMBYuan 20 million to the Government of Mauritius for financing the construction of a new market at Quatre Bornes.

The proceeds of the loan will be on-lent to the Municipal Council of Quatre Bornes.

Ministry of Housing and Lands

30-221.001 – Loan to National Housing Development Company Ltd (Rs 120 million)


The project consists in the construction of 5,000 very low-cost housing units of the Firinga type over a period of 5 years.


The loan of Rs 120 million to the National Housing Development Company Ltd is for the completion of a batch of 670 housing units and the construction of another batch of 578 houses.

31-026.001 – Contribution for the Development of Mauritius Broadcasting Corporation (Rs 25 million)


The provision of Rs 25 million represents Government’s contribution for the computerisation project of the Corporation and for putting up a new Broadcasting House in Rodrigues.
Deputy Prime Minister’s Office and Ministry of Finance

General
31-031.008 - Subsidy on Loans –Development Bank of Mauritius Ltd -  (Rs 110 million) 


The DBM Ltd has been implementing various loan schemes, including the Upgrading of Private Secondary School Loan Scheme, carrying concessionary rates of interest in order to help priority sectors of the economy and for implementing specific policies.  


The provision of Rs 110 million is for payment of interest subsidy on concessionary loans.

31-031.018 – Action Plan for Poverty Alleviation Programme (Rs 10 million)


The Action Plan provides a framework for a set of pragmatic actions by all partners (Government, NGOs, Private Sector and International Organisations) to operate in a coordinated manner to reduce poverty.


The item was formerly under the control of the Ministry of Economic Development, Financial Services and Corporate Affairs.

The provision of Rs 10 million is for implementation of projects by various Ministries involved in the programme.

31-031.019 – Contribution to DBM Ltd for Fishermen Guarantee Fund (Rs 5 million)


The Development Bank of Mauritius Ltd is setting up a Small Fishermen Guarantee Fund to provide security for loans to be made available by the bank to groups of Fishermen for the purchase of fishing vessels for semi-industrial fishing.


The provision of Rs 5 million represents Government’s contribution to the Fund.  The DBM Ltd will contribute an equal amount to the Fund.
31-031.020 – Consultancy – Medium Term Expenditure Framework (Rs 10 million)

The programme aims at reforming the budget preparation and monitoring process and strengthening all aspects of fiscal management. As one of the elements of the reform, a Medium Term Expenditure Framework (MTEF) is being introduced to link expenditures to strategic priorities and intended outcomes. The focus will be on development of an outcome/performance-based budget system as well as on monitoring and evaluation. The objective is to further enhance fiscal discipline, ensure the most effective use of scarce public resources and increase the focus on service delivery in the public sector.

Initially, MTEF will be introduced on a pilot basis in five sectors, namely, education and vocational training, health, social assistance, environment (including sewerage) and public infrastructure (including transport). It will be extended to other sectors in a second phase. 


The implementation of the programme is estimated to cost Rs 30 million. The World Bank has agreed to partly finance the programme by way of grant from the Institutional Development Fund (IDF). The European Union has also expressed interest to extend financial assistance.


The provision of Rs 10 million is mainly for meeting the cost of consultancy services both for the Ministry of Finance and pilot sector Ministries for implementation of the programme.

31-032.005 – Mauritius Post and Cooperative Bank Ltd (Token)

The New Cooperative Bank Ltd and the Post Office Savings Bank are being merged to form the Mauritius Post and Cooperative Bank Ltd.

Customs

31-034.001 – Vehicles, Launch and Equipment (Rs 80 million)


The provision of Rs 80 million is for the purchase of buses, computers and X-Ray equipment for screening containers.

31-034.002 – New Customs Complex (Rs 55 million)

The cost of the project has been revised to Rs 151 million.  Works are expected to start in October 2003 and would be completed within 18 months.

Ministry of Industry and International Trade

Small & Medium Enterprises

31-042.003 – Small and Medium Industries Development Organisation (SMIDO) (Rs 8 million)

The provision of Rs 8 million is for the following:

(i) development of a Business Incubator Centre;

(ii) extension of SMIDO building and other construction works;

(iii) development of managed infrastructure of SMEs through the setting up of a Footwear Cluster at Riche Terre and a Textile Cluster at Vallée des Prêtres;

(iv) providing expert assistance for sectoral villages/clusters; and

(v) undertaking a study on SMEs.

International Trade

31-043.001 – Studies on International Trade Issues (Rs 1million)

The provision of Rs 1 million is for meeting part of the cost for carrying out studies on specific technical issues in the context of the Economic Partnership Agreement for elaborating the negotiating position of Mauritius.

31-051.010 – Agricultural Information Management System (Rs 3 million)


The system consists of the Personnel System, Stores System, Livestock Information System, Registry Information System and the Land Conversion Information System.


The objective of the systems is to provide operational staff facilities to maintain a database  pertaining to each of the systems.

Crop Development

31-052.001 – Northern Plains Irrigation Project – Stage II (Rs 80 million)

The provision of Rs 80 million is for meeting expenditure to be incurred on 3 blocks of areas to be irrigated under the Northern Plains Irrigation Project – Phase II following the completion of the Midlands Dam.  These blocks are as follows:

(i) Block 3  - (Fond du Sac/Terre Rouge Region - 400 hectares) – Rs 8m: Installation of equipment is underway and is scheduled for completion by September 2003;

(ii) Block 2 -  (Belle Vue Pilot/Fond du Sac Region- 380 hectares) – Rs 65m: Works are expected to start in June 2003 and are scheduled for completion by November 2004; and

(iii) Block 8 – (Esperance Trebuchet/Mon Tracas Region - 200 hectares) – Rs 7m:  Works are expected to start in October 2003 and would be completed in December 2004. 

The project is partly financed by a loan from IFAD.

31-052.002 – Northern Plains Drip Irrigation Project  (Rs 50 million)


The provision of Rs 50 million is for:

(i) completion of outstanding works in respect of 400 hectares converted to drip irrigation in the existing Northern Plains Irrigation Project Phase I; and

(ii) meeting costs of materials and equipment/civil works for the 770 hectares to be converted to pivot/solid set system in the regions of Plaine des Papayes and Morcellement St André.

Non-Sugar Sector Strategic Plan

31-056.001 – Development of Horticultural Extension Services (Rs 2 million)

The project consists in providing an appropriate extension framework for horticulture, based on modern horticultural technologies.

The aim, in the context of the Non-Sugar Sector Strategic Plan, is to:

(i) improve the present technical support provided to the planters/farmers community;

(ii) strengthen the bridge between research, extension service and the farmers/planters community; and 

(iii) deliver a client-oriented and result-driven service.

The provision of Rs 2 million is for preliminary expenses.

31-056.002 – Crop Pest and Disease Surveillance System (Rs 5 million)

The project aims at strengthening pest and disease surveillance mechanisms at the national level with a view to safeguarding local agriculture.


The provision of Rs 5 million is for the following:

(i) strengthening of surveillance systems at ports of entry to maintain a strict quarantine control over the entry of exotic pests and diseases;

(ii) implementation of a surveillance and monitoring programme for early detection, containment and eradication of exotic pests;

(iii) establishment of protocols for the monitoring of major pests and diseases affecting the local crop and forestry sectors; and 

(iv) strengthening research on identification of feasible control and eradication of pest incursions.

31-056.003 – Research in Food and Agro-Processing Technology (Rs 2 million)


The objective of the project is to add value to agricultural commodities for meeting a variety of specific needs of consumers.


The provision of Rs 2 million is for preliminary expenses.                                                                                      
31-056.004 – Research and Development in Livestock Sector (Rs 3 million)

The project aims at strengthening research initiatives in a number of key areas of the local livestock sector.


The provision of Rs 3 million is to promote research in the following areas:

(i) identification of foreign high quality breeds of farm animals for commercial rearing;

(ii) local breeding of farm animals for environmental tolerance, better quality of meat and resistance to diseases;

(iii) preservation of fodder to cater for periods of scarcity;

(iv) control of diseases based on modern diagnostic and eradication measures, including local development of vaccines;

(v) modern farm management practices and better waste disposal techniques; and 

(vi) setting up of an “Animal Gene Bank”.

31-056.005 – Propagation of Endangered Species and Medicinal Plants (Rs 1 million)


The project aims at the preservation of a number of endangered endemic species and medicinal plants identified as having potential commercial value.


The provision of Rs 1 million is for meeting the cost of establishing and implementing propagation programmes, including laboratory expenses for tissue-culture propagation, where applicable.

National Development Unit 

31-074.005 – National Land Drainage Programme (Rs 100 million)


The Report of the Study on Land Drainage System has identified flood prone areas across the island.  The total cost of the remedial measures proposed is estimated at Rs 1.5 billion.  Based on the recommendations of the Report, a list of priority projects has been identified.


The provision of Rs 100 million is for the implementation of priority projects.  These include construction of drains, dredging, widening of rivulets, streams and  water courses and modification /construction of culverts and bridges.

31-074.006 – Multi Purpose Complex at Plaine des Papayes (Rs 10 million)


The project, estimated to cost Rs 20 million, consists in the construction of a Health Centre, a Social Security Hall and a Social Hall.  It will be implemented in two phases:

The provision of Rs 10 million is for implementation of Phase I of the project.

Ministry of Public Utilities

Water Resources

31-083.001 – Water Resources Assessment and Development  (Rs 10 million)


The project comprises the following:

(i) construction of flow measuring structures;

(ii) drilling of boreholes;

(iii) rehabilitation of existing flow measuring stations and gauging stations; and

(iv) conservation and protection of water resources.

The project aims at alleviating the problem of water shortage in Mauritius through  identification of potential sources and development of surface and groundwater.

31-083.004 – Rehabilitation of Feeder Canals (Rs 210 million)


The project consists in the rehabilitation/upgrading of the main feeder canals so as to minimise conveyance losses and maximise water flows in the impounding reservoirs.


The provision of Rs 210 million is for rehabilitation of feeder canals at La Nicolière, Trianon Grosses Roches and La Fenêtre and for routine maintenance of other feeder canals.
Waste Water

31-084.002 - Plaine Wilhems Sewerage - Stage II  (Rs 300 million)

The project consists in the construction of 27 km of trunk sewers, 220 km of secondary and tertiary sewers and about 26,500 additional house connections in the district of Plaine Wilhems for eventual treatment of effluents at St Martin Treatment Plant. The project is financed jointly by the Government of Mauritius, the European Union, the European Investment Bank, the People’s Republic of China, the Kuwait Fund and the African Development Bank.  The project implementation will be phased over 3 years.


The provision of Rs 300 million is to enable works to start.

31-084.006 – Grand Baie Sewerage Project (Rs 150 million)


The project aims at providing sewerage facilities in the Northern Tourist Zone (from Trou aux Biches to Cap Malheureux).  The effluents after treatment will be used for irrigating mainly sugar cane plantations.  The project will cover an area of 575 hectares representing 74 km of sewer network.


The Agence Francaise de Developpement has provided a loan of FF 75 million, equivalent to Euro 11.4 million, for part financing of the project.

Works started in August 2001 and are expected to be completed by August 2003
31-084.010 - Baie du Tombeau Sewerage Project (Rs 110 million)

The project consists in the collection, treatment and disposal of residential and industrial effluents of both Baie du Tombeau and Port Louis North.


The European Investment Bank has provided a loan of Euro 16 million and the Federal Republic of Germany, through the Kreditanstalt Fur Wiederaufbau (KFW), a grant of DM 5.7 million and a loan of DM 0.5 million for financing the project.


The provision of Rs 110 million is for the construction of street sewers and meeting the cost of individual house connections.   

31-084.011 - Environmental Sewerage and Sanitation Project (Rs 400 million)

The project aims at controlling waste-water pollution from the heavily urbanised areas of Port Louis with a view to protecting the health of the population  and preventing  the pollution of coastal ecosystems.

The project consists of the following:

(i) setting up of a sewerage network covering the regions of Fort Williams and Pointe aux Sables; 

(ii) construction of two pumping stations at Fort Victoria and Pointe aux Sables;

(iii) construction of sewerage treatment stations at Montagne Jacquot, covering the residential, commercial and industrial areas of Port Louis South, Lower Beau Bassin and Coromandel; and 

(iv) setting up of a sea outfall of about 645 metre long at Montagne Jacquot.

The project is financed partly by loans to the tune of US $ 12.4 million and US $ 33.6 million  from the World Bank and the OECF (Japan) respectively. 

31-084.013 – Extension of Sewerage Network at La Tour Koenig (Rs 15 million)


The provision of Rs 15 million is for carrying out sewerage works in connection with the development of the Industrial Zone at La Tour Koenig.

Ministry of Tourism and Leisure

31-091.001 – Grand Baie Integrated Resort Development Project (Rs 30 million)


The objective of the project is to improve the quality of life of the local community and to transform the area of Grand Baie into a world-class tourist destination.  The project comprises various components and is financed jointly by the public and  private sectors.


The provision of Rs 30 million is for implementation of the components relating to the esplanade and the open air amphitheatre.

Ministry of Environment

31-101.001 - Environment Management, Protection and Conservation  (Rs 175 million)

The projects falling under the Second Environmental Investment Programme (EIP II) aim at ensuring sustainable development and enhancing quality of life by providing environmental services, encouraging responsible environmental practices and enforcing appropriate environmental standards.   


The projects include the setting up of an Environment Information System, prevention of coastal and inland erosion, detailed study for assessing rock reserves in Mauritius, upgrading of Rivière du Rempart Square, uplifting of vicinities of NHDC complexes, embellishment of Khadafi Square and Plaine Verte Garden and beach works at Grand Baie.


The projects for Rodrigues include construction of septic tanks, mounting of sensitisation campaigns and distribution of plastic bins.


Moreover, the Living Environment Unit will implement various landscaping and embellishment projects aiming at improving and conserving the physical environment of public places, schools and socio-cultural organisations.

Land Transport

31-112.005 – Construction of Traffic Centres (Rs 36.5 million)


The provision of Rs 36.5 million is for completion of the traffic centre at Flacq and construction of the Ebene Traffic Centre.

31-112.008 – Upgrading of Victoria Square and its Vicinity  (Rs 2 million)


The project aims at harmonising the renovated Victoria Bus Station with the non-traffic area in the vicinity which includes the dilapidated ex-NTA building and the ruins along Monneron Street, and improving the aesthetics of  the whole surrounding.


The provision of Rs 2 million is for meeting preliminary expenses.

31-114.001 – Shipping Development (Rs 2 million)

The project, estimated to cost Rs 4.5 million, aims at promoting the Mauritius Ship Registry.  The International Maritime Organisation has agreed to partly finance the project to the tune of Rs 2 million. 

The provision of Rs 2 million is for undertaking a review of the Merchant Shipping Act.

Ministry of Education and Scientific Research

General

31-161.013 – Zones D’Education Prioritaires (ZEP Schools) (Rs 5 million)


The project aims at improving performance in low-achieving primary schools which have recorded a CPE pass rate of less than 40 per cent over the last five years.  It consists in creating favourable learning conditions for children in these schools through the improvement of school infrastructure.


The provision of Rs 5 million is for the following:

(i) purchase of classroom furniture;

(ii) landscaping, fencing and erection of blockwalls; and

(iii) renovation of staffrooms.
31-161.014 – Construction/Upgrading of Toilets in State Schools and Primary Aided Schools (Rs 50 million)


A phased programme for the construction and upgrading of toilets in State Schools and Primary Aided Schools has been elaborated.  The aim of the project is to improve hygienic conditions and sanitation in all schools,


The provision of Rs 50 million is for the following:

(i) construction/upgrading of toilets in State Schools on a priority basis; and

(ii) contribution of two thirds of the cost of infrastructural works in respect of construction/upgrading of toilets in Primary Aided Schools.

Pre-Primary Education Sector

31-162.001 – Pre-School Trust Fund/Construction and Improvement of Pre-Primary Schools (Rs 7 million)



The provision of Rs 7 million is for construction of kitchenettes and carrying out renovation works in existing schools and for construction of pre-primary units in two primary schools.

Primary Education Sector

31-163.001 - Construction /Improvement of Primary Schools (Rs 215 million)


The provision of Rs 215 million is mainly for:

(i) the construction and improvement of primary schools; and 

(ii) the construction of computer laboratories and reading rooms in primary schools to cater for curriculum renewal which includes the introduction of Information Technology as a new subject.

Secondary Education Sector

31-164.001 - Construction/Conversion/Extension of Secondary Schools (Rs 720 million)


To bring about major reforms in the education sector, a programme for construction, conversion and extension of State Secondary Schools has been elaborated.


The provision of Rs 720 million is for the implementation of the following projects:

(i) construction/upgrading/conversion of State Secondary Schools;

(ii) construction of new State Secondary Schools of MGI type; and

(iii) construction of Form VI Colleges.
Tertiary Education Sector

31-165.001 – Support for Tertiary Education Sector (Rs 110 million)

The provision of Rs 110 million is for the following:

Ministry of Health and Quality of Life

31-171.009 - Upgrading and Extension to Dr. Jeetoo Hospital/New Dr. Jeetoo Hospital (Rs 75 million)

The project consists in renovation and extension of the existing Dr Jeetoo Hospital and the construction of a new hospital on the existing site, thereby increasing total bed capacity to 550.

 
The new hospital will comprise the following: Outpatient Department, SAMU, Emergency services, Cardiac, General Medicine, Orthopaedic Surgery, Maternity and related services units.

  
The project is estimated to cost Rs 750 million and will be financed partly by a loan from the African Development Bank.

  
Construction works are expected to start by the end of 2003 and would be completed by 2005.

31-171.012 - Upgrading of Victoria Hospital/New Central Outpatient Department (Rs 80 million)

The project consists in upgrading Victoria Hospital and construction of a New Outpatient Department (OPD), which will comprise:

(i) a basement for parking, stores and a mortuary;

(ii) a ground floor for Accident and Emergency, Outpatient, X-Ray and Pharmacy    departments;

(iii) a first floor for Administration, OPD and Medical Records; and

(iv) a second floor for Operating Theatres, Central Laboratory and Rest Rooms.  

The project is estimated to cost Rs 175 million and is expected to be financed to the tune of US $ 3,250,000 by a loan from the Arab Bank for Economic Development in Africa (BADEA).

31-171.018 – New Psychiatric Hospital (Rs 100 million)


The project aims at providing modern outpatient care, day care and community care for persons with mental disorders.


It consists in construction of a 250 bed-capacity building, comprising an Outpatient Department, a Medical Records Department, an Electro-Convulsive Therapy Department, an Electro-Cardiogram Department, Adult and Adolescent Wards, Stores, an Administration Block and a Dental Clinic.

31-171.019 – Computerisation of Health Sector  (Rs 5 million)


The objective of the project is to improve service delivery in the public health sector.  It consists in the setting up of a computer room in each regional hospital and equipping the various units of the Ministry with computers and printers.

31-171.020 – Studies and Consultancy - Health Sector Reform  (Rs 2 million)
The provision of Rs 2 million is for meeting the cost of studies/consultancy services relating to specific aspects of the proposed health sector development and reform programme.
Ministry of Arts and Culture

31-181.011 – Railway Museum  (Rs 2 million)


The project consists in setting up a Railway Museum at Mapou on the former ex-railway ground.


The provision of Rs 2 million is for meeting preliminary expenses.
31- 181.013 – Rehabilitation of Millennium Monument Site (Rs 1 million)


The project comprises the setting up of a Multi-Functional Exhibition Hall cum Museum at the Millennium Monument site at Wooton.


The provision of Rs 1 million is for preliminary expenses.

Ministry of Fisheries

31-191.008 – Construction of a Fisheries Training and Extension Centre (Rs 100 million)

The project consists in the construction of a fisheries training and extension centre at Pointe Aux Sables.

 The aim of the project is to provide infrastructure for the training of fishermen and staff of the Ministry of Fisheries and to raise public awareness about various aspects of fisheries and the marine environment.

The project is financed partly by a grant from Japanese International Co-operation Agency (JICA).  Works started in March 2003 and are expected to be completed by April 2004.  

31-191.010 – Construction of a “Débarcadère” at Grand Baie (Rs 5 million)


The provision of Rs 5 million is for starting works on the construction of a “débarcadère” in the context of Grand Baie Integrated Resort Development.

31-202.004 – Agricultural Cost of Production Survey (Token)


The project aims at providing information on agricultural activities.  A survey on the cost of production of agricultural holdings in Mauritius and Rodrigues will be conducted in order to obtain up-to-date information on production using new technologies such as hydroponics culture.  The survey will also provide data on output and related input, employment and investment.
