CAPITAL EXPENDITURE
The Capital Budget 2007-2008 makes provisions for a total expenditure of Rs 10.05 billion.  The estimated balance of the Capital Fund as at the end of Financial Year 2007-2008 is given in the statement at page 1.  Details of development projects included in the Capital Budget, and annotated M, are given below. 

VOTE 30 – LOANS 

Deputy Prime Minister’s Office, 

Ministry of Finance & Economic Development

30-051.002 – Loan – Infrastructure Development at Riche Terre (Rs 310 million)


The aim of the project is to develop off-site infrastructure for the setting up of an industrial zone in the Riche Terre region.


The provision of Rs 310 million is for enhancement of electricity and water supply capacity and for the construction and refurbishment of access roads to the Industrial Development Zone at Riche Terre.

Electricity and Power
30-092.001 – Loan to CEB for Development Programme (Rs 40 million)

The provision of Rs 40 million is for the following projects:

(i.) electricity supply to vulnerable groups (erection of high and low tension networks including transformers to supply individual customers);

(ii.) displacement of insulation of overhead networks in proximity of buildings under construction;

(iii.) infrastructural works at La Tour Koenig Industrial Park; and 

(iv.) costs of works for infrastructure development at Réduit Triangle.
Water Resources
30-093.001 – Loan to CWA for Development Programme (Rs 13 million)


The aim of the project is to improve water supply through development of underground sources.


The provision of Rs 13 million is for drilling of boreholes at Chamarel, Bananes and Palmyre, and for the purchase of equipment for Le Bosquet, Petite Rivière and Beau Bassin.

30-093.002 – Loan to CWA for Port Louis Water Supplies (Rs 34.5 million)



The provision of Rs 34.5 million is for the distribution of adequate water to the La Tour Koenig Integrated Development Areas and more reliable water supply to Pointe aux Sables and Petit Verger, and for water supply infrastructure at Vallée Pitot.

30-093.003 – Loan to CWA for District Water Supplies (Rs 33.8 million)

The aim of the project is to develop additional water resources and to reinforce and extend the distribution system in the East in order to cater for the extensive land, property and tourism development.


The provision of Rs 33.8 million is mainly for the construction of reservoir and pipe laying for district water supply in the East.

30-093.004 – Loan to CWA for Mare aux Vacoas Water Supplies (Rs 24.3 million)

The aim of the project is to provide adequate water supply in the South West region and to cater for major tourist development projects undertaken in this part of the country.


The provision of Rs 24.3 million is mainly for the transfer of potable water from La Marie supply system to the South Western part of the country.

Police

31-022.007 – New Integrated Police Radio System (Rs 25 million)


The radio communication system currently being used by the Police Department is outdated and spare parts are no longer available on the market.  The system will be upgraded through acquisition and installation of modern telecommunication equipment so as to improve communication and coordination between the various divisions of the Police Force, including the Special Mobile Force and the National Coast Guard.  The project is expected to cost some Rs 300 million and will be phased over three financial years. 

The provision of Rs 25 million is being made for the initial preparatory studies and procurement documentation and launching.

31-022.008 – Street Surveillance System - CCTV (Rs 70 million)

It is proposed to install a network of CCTV in areas of intense commercial and other economic activities (e.g. tourism) in order to facilitate the fight against criminal activities. The project, which will be funded through a line of credit from the People’s Republic of China, will be implemented in the capital of the island in the first instance and will later be extended to other centres of activity.

Land Transport
31-032.003 – Construction of Traffic Centres (Rs 22.5 million)


A traffic centre at SSRN Hospital, Pamplemousses, is being constructed to cater for buses plying between the northern regions and the hospital.  The traffic centre will provide landing and boarding platform facilities and a holding area for buses.  The estimated cost of the project is Rs 37.5 million.

31-034.002 – Mauritius Maritime Training Academy (Rs 15 million)


The aim of the Mauritius Maritime Training Academy is, amongst others, to develop the potential of Mauritian Seafarers by providing quality training in the principles, procedures and techniques of basic safety training, marine engineering, navigation and other related subjects.


The provision of Rs 15 million is for the purchase of nautical equipment, Marine Engineering Training equipment and construction/retention money.

Tourism and Leisure

31-041.004 – Branding of Mauritius (Rs 35 million)

The aim of the project is to obtain maximum international recognition of Mauritius through a branding exercise that will seek to enhance, through a concise and coherent message, the image and visibility of modern Mauritius as an established tourist destination and as a preferred location for investment and business. The project will be undertaken jointly with the Board of Investment, Enterprise Mauritius, the MTPA and other public and private sector organisations.  

Civil Aviation

31-042.004 – Restructure of Mauritian Air Space (Rs 9.3 million)

The provision of Rs 9.3 million is for the following:

(i) Amount due on completion of the “Re-structure of the Mauritius Flight Information Region and review of the Route Air Navigation Charges” project (Rs 3.4 million); and 

(ii) Human Resource Development aspect of the Re-structure of  Mauritian Airspace project: 
(a) Cross training of Approach of Area Control staff to achieve multi-skilling  of Approach/Area Control (Rs 3.8 million); and

(b) Other human resource development requirements of the project (Rs 2.1 million).

31-051.007 – Contribution to Fishermen Investment Trust

The Fishermen Investment Trust (FIT) is a body corporate with the objects to invest directly or through a body controlled by it, in fishing and fish processing activities, fish marketing and such other activities related to the fishing industry and in the interest of fishermen. The amount of Rs 15 million, payable in FY 2006-2007, represents Government’s one-off contribution to the subscription of shares in the FIT by registered fishermen of Mauritius and Rodrigues.

31-051.008 – Mauritius Revenue Authority (Rs 75 million)


The provision of Rs 75 million is for the procurement, commissioning and installation of an Integrated Tax Administration System (ITAS) for smooth flow of taxpayer and liability data/information between the various departments of the MRA.   The project constitutes a key component of the Strategic Plan adopted by the MRA for fulfilling its mission, including enforcement of tax laws and promotion of tax compliance.   

31-051.009 – Mauritius Revenue Authority Staff Pension Obligation


The amount of Rs 590 million, payable in financial year 2006/07, is to meet fully the past service liability of Government and the MRA vis-à-vis MRA employees who were transferred from Government at 30 June 2006.

31-051.017 – Computerisation Programme – Registrar General’s Department (Rs 25 million)

The project aims at computerising registration procedures and records in respect of transcribed documents, land ownership and owner’s obligation. It is scheduled to be carried out in two phases and is estimated to cost Rs 175 million.


The provision of Rs 25 million is for the implementation of the first phase which consists of:

(i) 
development of software for the Register of Deposits;

(ii) 
purchase of server, storage unit and peripherals;

(iii)  
review of modules for Mortgage, Registration, Valuation, Campement sections        and Cash Office; and 

(iv)  
scanning and storing data from repertories starting from the year 1804.

31-051.018 – Programme Based Budgeting Project (Rs 15 million)

The Programme Based Budgeting Project consists in the upgrading of the information technology system of the Accountant General including the Treasury Accounting System (TAS), Financial Management System and the procurement of related equipment and services. 

31-051.020 – Contribution for the Land Based Oceanic Industry Project (Rs 25 million)  
The Land Based Oceanic Industry will involve the pumping and commercial exploitation of the unique characteristics of deep sea water for various business applications including the production of desalinated mineral water, replacement of conventional electrical air conditioning, use in the development of organic pharmaceutical and cosmetic products, as well as for thalassotherapy and aquaculture, among others. The site is presently being selected to house the cluster of industries in an Oceanic Park. 

The provision of Rs 25 million represents Government contribution towards its implementation.  

31.052.007 – Land and Serviced Sites for Social Housing (Rs 50 million)

The concept of ‘Sites and Services’, developed in the drive to satisfy demand for home ownership from landless families of modest income,  provides land and basic amenities like roads, water and electricity to those households able to undertake their own housing construction, while adhering to prototype designs.  The extent of the lots is around 50 toises or 200 square metres and is meant for families whose monthly household incomes are within the range of Rs 7,500 to Rs 12,000.   Under this scheme, land is provided under a lease agreement up to the year 2060 and beneficiaries pay an annual fee of Rs 3,000 for the first 10 years with subsequent increases of +50% for the next 10 years.  

The provision of Rs 50 million is meant to finance civil works for on-site infrastructure on 242 serviced lots (Phase II) as follows: 63 lots at Glen Park, 56 lots at Ville Noire and 123 lots at Souillac and an additional 250 serviced sites on state land at La Cure.

Empowerment, Poverty Alleviation and Solidarity

31-052.101 - Subsidy on Loans –Development Bank of Mauritius Ltd (Rs 70 million)


The provision of Rs 70 million is meant for the following:
(i) 
Interest subsidy to DBM Ltd for implementing various concessionary loan schemes to help priority sectors of the economy –Rs 50 million; and
(iii) Interest subsidy to DBM Ltd for operating Line of Credit to Government of Madagascar and Comoros –Rs 20 million.   

31-052.102 – Implementation of Accompanying Measures for Sugar Sector (Rs 950 million)

Provision under this item is meant to support the restructuring programme of the sugar cane sector. The programme is funded out of grant money provided by the European Commission under its Accompanying Measures for Sugar Protocol countries.

31-052.105 - Decentralised Cooperation Programme for Socio Economic Empowerment (Rs 100 million)


The overall objective of the programme is the reduction of poverty and promotion of socio-economic empowerment through capacity building of Non-State Actors.  


The programme is financed under the 9th EDF through a grant of EURO 13.5 million and is being implemented over a period of four years. 


The provision is for:

(i) social services and direct assistance to vulnerable groups;

(ii) promotion of good governance;

(iii) fight against unemployment and support to SMEs for job creation; and 

(iv) improving natural resource management in Rodrigues.

Poverty Alleviation and Solidarity

31-052.201 – Subsidy on Housing Loans – Mauritius Housing Company Ltd (Rs 20 million)


The provision of Rs 20 million is for interest differential to the Mauritius Housing Company Ltd in respect of Government Sponsored Loans (GSL).  The subsidy includes the following:

(i) an interest bonus of 3% p.a. over the normal rate on ‘Plan Epargne Logement (PEL)’ deposit;   and

(ii) a 2% interest bonus p.a. on Housing Deposit Certificates with maturity exceeding three years issued by MHC Ltd to enable the latter to mobilise resources for housing mortgage loans.

31-052.202 – Subsidy on Loans/Grants – National Housing Development Co Ltd (Rs 225 million)


The provision of Rs 225 million is meant for the following:

(i) interest subsidy on loans raised by the National Housing Development Co Ltd (NHDC);

(ii) the upfront grant scheme for  first-time buyers of very low cost housing units; 

(iii) grant scheme for the casting of roof slabs or the purchase of materials to low-income families who own a plot of land or for vertical extension under ‘Droit de Surelévation’; and

(iv) refund of registration duty to families acquiring for the first time a NHDC low cost and very low cost housing unit. 

31-052.203– Contribution to the Trust Fund for the Social Integration of Vulnerable Groups and Poverty Alleviation (Rs 100 million)

The Trust Fund will focus its efforts to implement micro projects and schemes with a view to assisting the vulnerable and needy people to improve their living conditions to enable them to better integrate the main stream of socio- economic development.
Equity Participation
31-053.005 – Events Mauritius Ltd

Events Mauritius Limited has been set up to identify, organise and manage national and international events.


The authorised share capital of the company is Rs 4 million. Government contributed to the tune of Rs 1.8 million as equity participation and the balance of Rs 2.2 million would be left open to eventual private sector participation.


The provision of Rs 1.8 million in 2006-07 represents Government equity participation in the capital of the company.

31-053.007 – Mauritius Housing Company Ltd (Rs 150 million)
The provision of Rs 150 million is in connection with a turnaround plan for the Business Park of Mauritius (BPML). The plan would also cover the Cyber Village Project which was promoted jointly by MHC and BPML.

31-072.002 – Supplementary Contribution to NDU for Social Infrastructure Projects – NRPT Proceeds (Rs 60 million)


This new project item is financed from the proceeds expected during 2007-2008 from the National Residential Property Tax (NRPT). 


 The provision of Rs 60 million represents government contribution for specific infrastructure projects to be undertaken in urban and rural areas jointly with local authorities and/or the private sector. These include the upgrading and/or construction of market fairs at Curepipe, Quatre Bornes, Rose Hill, Rivière des Anguilles and Centre de Flacq;  development of a waterfront at GRSE estuary and marketing infrastructure for fishermen at Grand Baie. 


Infrastructure projects to be financed under this item are expected to generate adequate revenues for their upkeeping and maintenance.

31-091.003 –Electricity Supply in respect of Government Projects (Rs 8 million)

The provision of Rs 8 million is for meeting the cost of bringing electricity supply to projects undertaken by Government, that involve extension of CEB network/displacement of poles and high tension line. 

31-091.004 –Grant to CEB in respect of Electricity Supply for Hardship Cases (Rs 3 million)


The provision of Rs 3 million is enable implementation of a scheme for assisting needy persons to have access to electricity supply. Both Government and CEB will meet the cost of the works.

Water Resources

31-093.001 – Water Resources Assessment and Development (Rs 40.45 million)

The aim of the project is to investigate potential sources of surface and ground water that can be developed in order to alleviate the problem of water shortage in Mauritius.  

The provision of Rs 40.45 million is for the construction of flow measuring structures, drilling of boreholes, rehabilitation of existing measuring structures and feasibility study for the mobilisation of additional water resources (dams and canals).

31-093.003 – Bagatelle Dam (Rs 30 million)

The aim of the project is at address the perennial problem of water supply in Port Louis and in lower Plaines Wilhems.


The provision of Rs 30 million is for the preparation of detailed designs.

31-093.004 – Rehabilitation of Feeder Canals (Rs 12.5 million)

The aim of the project is to carry out rehabilitation/upgrading works on the main feeder canals. 

The provision of Rs 12.5 million is mainly for the routine maintenance of dams and feeder canals.

Waste Water

31-094.001 – Improvement and Refurbishment of Wastewater System (Rs 105 million)

The objective of the project is to promote better site facilities and improve on the electrical equipment to satisfy health and safety norms.

31-094.002 - Plaines Wilhems Sewerage - Stage I (Rs 1,035 million)

The project consists mainly in the construction of 27 km of sewers, 235 km of secondary and tertiary sewers and about 32,500 house connections in the district of Plaines Wilhems and consultancy services for the supervision of trunk sewers. 

31-094.005 – Grand Baie Sewerage Project (Rs 13 million)

Works on the treatment plant, pumping stations design and construction of house connections have been completed.

The provision of Rs 13 million is for the finalisation of accounts and payment to contractors for the pumping station.

31-094.006 – Infrastructure Rehabilitation in CHA Estates (Rs 65 million)

The project consists in the construction works for the rehabilitation/provision of sewerage infrastructure in CHA Estates and other low cost housing estates.  

The provision of Rs 65 million is for consultancy services and payments to contractors mainly for works carried out on Cité Boolakee, Cité Vallijee, Cité Borstal, Cité Les Casernes, Cité Cinquante, Paul Toureau CHA Estate and Military Road at Vallee Pitot.

31-094.007 - Baie du Tombeau Sewerage Project (Rs 162 million)

The project consists in the collection, treatment and disposal of residential and industrial effluents of both Baie du Tombeau and Port Louis North regions.

The provision of Rs 162 million is for payment of consultancy fees and to contractors for the sewerage and water supply works.
31-094.008 - Environmental Sewerage and Sanitation Project (Rs 53 million)

The project aims at controlling wastewater pollution from the heavily urbanised areas of Port Louis with a view to protecting the health of the population and preventing the pollution of coastal ecosystems.


The provision of Rs 53 million is mainly for the operation and maintenance of the treatment plant and final payments to the consultant and contractors including retention money.  The project is almost completed and was financed by World Bank and OECF (Japan).

Ministry of Local Government
31-101.002 – Contribution to Local Authorities for the Implementation of E – Business Plan (Rs 15 million)


The project aims at harmonising data sharing and information processing between local authorities and central government agencies with a view to promoting delivery of level standard of services to all citizens and businesses across the country, whether in urban or rural areas.

The total estimated cost of the project is Rs 130 million, to be implemented in 2 phases.  Phase I will cost Rs 95 million out of which Government will contribute Rs 50 million over 3 financial years.

The project consists in the renovation and extension of an existing building at Wooton Station for the setting up of a Farmers’ Training School.
Crop Development

31-112.002 – Northern Plains Drip Irrigation Project (Rs 22.1 million)


The provision of Rs 22.1 million is for payment of contractual obligations and cost involved with arbitration and claim settlement under Phase I of the project and payment for remaining civil works and consultancy services and extra project costs under Phase II and Phase III.

Fisheries
31-119.005 – Fish Auction Market (Rs 15 million)

The main objective of the Fish Auction Market is to  support the development of the Sea Food Hub by providing a conducive environment for the efficient marketing of fish.  The fish will be auctioned to cooperative societies, fish traders, fish processes, fish mongers and the public at large. 


The project will be financed through a grant of Euro 611,072 from the Government of Hellenic Republic of Greece and will be implemented over a two-year period.


The provision of Rs 15 million is to meet the cost of detailed design works and civil works to be undertaken in the first year.

 31-121.001 – Construction of a Recreation Centre for Old and Disabled Persons at Belle Mare (Rs 8 million)


The project consists in the construction of a new recreation centre at Belle Mare and is estimated at Rs 80 million.  The aim of the project is to provide recreational facilities for the elderly citizens including those who suffer from disabilities but with a degree of independence, in the East of the island.


The provision of Rs 8 million is for preliminary expenses.

31-171.003 – Vehicles and Equipment (Rs 2 million)


A Gemmological laboratory will be set up at the Assay Office to ensure better protection of the consumers and to offer grading and identification services to jewellers.


The provision of Rs 2 million is for the purchase of equipment for the laboratory.

Ministry of Arts and Culture

31-181.014 – Matching Grant Scheme for the Rehabilitation of Historical and Cultural Heritage Sites and Structures (Rs 75 million)


The scheme aims at facilitating the raising of funds for the rehabilitation of historically and culturally important buildings and sites and for their proper maintenance.


Under the scheme, Government will fund 50% of the costs of rehabilitation on a matching grant basis. The funding will be provided upfront so as to trigger the project and facilitate fund raising from other sources, whether from Mauritius or overseas.  

The National Heritage Fund will prepare a 10-year national plan for identification of heritage structures and sites at risk and assessment of the required rehabilitation works and of their phasing. 

Total amount earmarked for the Scheme is Rs 750 million.

31-191.005 – Land Administration, Valuation and Information Management System (LAVIMS) (Rs 150 million)

The provision of Rs 150 million is to finance several components of the Government reform programme in land administration including an institutional and legislative review of land and property related issues, establishment of a geodetical cadastral map of all land and properties within the boundaries of the Island of Mauritius (Cadastral Survey) and setting up of a land and property information system and a National Valuation Roll.


The components of the project are interlinked and will generate benefits to administration, the business community and the public at large. They will reduce undervaluation on property dealings, minimise land valuation disputes, help tax administration in the combat against tax evasion and fraud, guide policy decisions and modernise the Registrar General’s Department, among others.


The project is being implemented with the technical advice from the Government Department of Land Administration of Western Australia (Landgate).
